Directions to Camp From Southern California: Take
I-5 North. Follow the Directions to Camp from Sacramento.

Directions to Camp From San Jose/San Francisco:
Take I-80 East. Follow the Directions to Camp from Sacramento.

Directions to Camp From Sacramento: (Driving time
approx. 1 hr. 15 min.) From Sacramento, take Hwy 50 east,
about 30 miles. Exit at the Ponderosa Road,/Shingle Springs
offramp (Exit 37) and turn left over the freeway. Just north of
the freeway, make an immediate right turn on North Shingle
Road. Continue 11.2 miles on North Shingle/Lotus Road (N.
Shingle Rd. turns into Lotus Rd.) until Lotus deadends at Hwy
49. Turn right on 49 and go approximately 1/4 mile on Hwy
49, passing James Marshall State Park, and go straight onto
Coloma Heights Road, (Hwy 49 makes a sharp right hand
turn but you'll go straight), and bear left on New River Rd. to
American River Campground. Please park and check in at the
reception office.

Directions to Camp From South Lake Tahoe:
(Driving time approx. 1 hr. 15 min.) From Tahoe, take Hwy 50
west. Turn right (North) on Hwy 49 in Placerville. Continue on
Hwy 49 for 7.8 miles and, just past Sutter Center Market on the
left, turn right on Coloma Heights Road then bear left on New
River Rd. to American River Campground.
